Electric Bikes are not allowed as they do not meet the POST Curriculum requirements. A limited
number of rentals are available for $96.83 per day, on a first come first served basis.

Blue long-sleeved jumpsuit or BDU type uniform with department shoulder patches, approved
boots (soles less than % in), DOT approved motorcycle helmet, leather gloves (thin), shatter-
proof eyewear, rain gear (seasonal).
